Alice and her two younger brothers
spent a lot of time roaming the woods on their farm, scaling the steep ravine,
getting their feet wet in the creek and picking the many wild flowers for their
mother. In 1967, Alice started at Dunn & Wilkes Abstract Office searching land
records, which started her interest in genealogy and tracing their family tree.
With the introduction of computers, it became much easier. In 1977, she
moved to the Allegan County Treasurer’s Office, retiring after 38 years in
2015.
